Newark Arts Council Teaching Artist Directory is a resource for all schools and community-based organizations
(CBQO’S) in the City of Newark, New Jersey. Any public school, charter, independent school and/or CBO may review
the information on the NAC website and downloadable PDF and select teaching artists to work with, using school
and CBO funds. This directory also serves as a resource for “working” or teaching artists whom possess the
experience, skills and knowledge to facilitate residencies and assembly programs for Newark and Greater Newark’s
youths. Artists in this directory have received training related to a variety of pedagogies such as arts integration
and NJDOE Core Curriculum Content Standards (CCCS) standards for the visual and performing arts.

Inclusion in the teaching artist directory is not an assurance for the artists to work with Newark public, charter and
independent schools, but only artists represented in the directory may have the opportunity to be called upon by
the schools and/ or CBO’S to work at the duration and rigor identified. Schools will require District approval of any
artists selected before work may begin. All artists included in the directory must obtain current criminal
background checks and child abuse clearances through Sagem Morpho by visiting
https://www.bioapplicant.com/nj/Default.aspx

Please note: Schools (public, independent and charter) are responsible for securing authorization to hire teaching
artists.

The Teaching Artist Directory may enable you to augment your income and foster your development as an artist
and a teaching artist. The Newark Arts Council is committed to providing professional development opportunities
throughout the year to assist you in developing skills, knowledge as a teaching artist.

WHO CAN APPLY?
Eligibility extends to teaching artists of any discipline who meet the criteria below.

WHAT CRITERIA DOES THE NEWARK ARTS COUNCIL USE TO SELECT TEACHING ARTISTS FOR THE DIRECTORY?
The application process is competitive and consists of a written application, and a review of your work as an artist.
Newark Arts Council considers the following when reviewing your application:
The artistic merit of your creative work and professional accomplishments
Your ability to work collaboratively with schools and social service agencies
Your verbal and written communication skills
Knowledge and understanding of curricula and the needs of particular groups, such as pre-school age
children, seniors, teens, persons with disabilities, etc.
Your experience conducting residencies and/or hands-on workshops

Newark Arts Council gives priority to artists who are currently active in their fields.

WHEN IS THE APPLICATION DEADLINE?
SEPTEMBER 30, 2010

Applications will be reviewed within 30 days of the application deadline. Newark Arts Council will notify all
applicants by mail regarding the status of their applications within 60 days of the deadline.

WHAT HAPPENS IF | AM SELECTED FOR THE TEACHING ARTIST DIRECTORY?

Well done! NAC is available to provide you with an opportunity to gain recognition to the larger arts and
education community by distributing the directory the NAC website and through schools/CBO’S. Do take steps to
be fingerprinted soon because once the directory is launched, you may be called in for an interview to participate
in a residency program. Please send the Newark Arts Council a copy of your Clearance Letter. Failure to do so, will
result in omission from the teaching artist directory. If you have not been fingerprinted and cleared by the New
Jersey Department of Education, you must now do so. Applications and instructions are available at

WHAT HAPPENS IF | AM NOT ACCEPTED?
If you are not accepted into the Teaching Artist Directory, you may reapply at a later date. Newark Arts Council
encourages artists to set up a consultation with a Newark Arts Council Staff member to discuss your application.

COMPLETED APPLICATION C INCLUDING SAMPLE RESIDENCY DESCRIPTION (S) (REQUIRED):

An original hardcopy and a digital Word Document on CD Rom of the completed and signed application
form. This is a necessity in completing you application. . Omission of your one hardcopy and one digital
copy on CD Rom, your application will be considered incomplete and will not be used in the Teaching Artist
Directory.

A high-resolution, digital portrait to include in the teaching artist directory ( Black and white digital photos
acceptable).

ARTIST RESUMES (REQUIRED):
One hardcopy and one digital Word doc. copy of a current teaching artist resume.

WORK SAMPLES (REQUIRED):
Applicants must submit at least one recent work sample. Kindly include a brief, one-paragraph description
of the work submitted. Work sample(s) may be submitted in the following formats:

0 Digital Photo CD: Submit a maximum of six JPEGS, which best represent, your work as an artist.

Mark the jpegs as follows: artist name, date of work, number of JPEG from 1-6, title of work,
medium, and dimensions. Make sure applicant name is included on the list.

CDs: Label CD and cover with applicant name, title of work, date completed, name of artist or
performing group, playing time.

Literary Works: One typewritten, double-spaced on 8.5” x 11” white paper, copy of a manuscript
(up to ten pages) or poetry or other literary work. Include a title page with applicant name,
address and year work was written.

Samples of Work by Students/Participants in a Residency: We encourage you to submit sample(s) of work
created by participants in residencies you conducted (please ensure you have permissions or model
releases first before submitting). For this purpose, you may use photographs or any of the types of work
samples listed above. Be sure the samples show work created by participants. include a one-paragraph
description of the work submitted, the year work was completed and population. Maximum three pieces,
digital copies only.

Documentation: You may include 2 copies of articles, programs, or other materials related to your
residency work.
