
CALL FOR ART

Data In, Data Out
The Walsh Gallery at Seton Hall University is seeking submissions for “Data In, Data Out,” a group exhibition of contemporary art of all media.  Exhibition dates are October 31 through December 16, 2011. $15/5 entries
BACKGROUND

Curator Jeanne Brasile seeks artwork that is made using algorithmic processes.  While there is no generally accepted formal definition of algorithm, it could informally be understood as "a set of rules that precisely defines a sequence of operations."  Using the above framework, the set of rules shall be the building blocks that define how an artwork will appear in its final form.  It also defines the artists’ creative process.  This practice is in opposition to an end result in which a pre-determined image is created through studies.  Included artwork shall be a visual manifestation met by following a set of rules or instructions that dictate final visual form through specific acts of sorting, processing or enacting based on the collected data.  Artwork is sought in all media to provide a broad interpretation of algorithmically based art.  Although computer and digital art will be considered, this is not solely a call for digitally based media.
ELIGIBILITY
All forms of art are eligible.  There is a limit of 5 entries per artist.  Entrants must be 18 years of age or older to apply.  No geographical restrictions, but artists are responsible for all shipping arrangements both to and from the exhibit.  All work must be ready for installation or hanging.  
REQUIRED MATERIALS
SASE, image list, artist statement, resume/c.v., contact information with email address and phone number are required.  Send all information to “Data In, Data Out” c/o Jeanne Brasile, Walsh Gallery, Seton Hall University, 400 South Orange Ave, South Orange, NJ 07079.  Email entries will not be acknowledged or juried - no exceptions.  DO NOT SEND ORIGINAL WORK.

DEADLINE
The FINAL deadline is Friday, October 7th, 2011 at 5pm.  All entries must be received (not postmarked) by this date, no exceptions.  

FEE
There is a $15 submission fee by Money Order or check payable to Walsh Gallery - Seton Hall University.  Proceeds will go towards the administrative costs and production of a full-color catalogue featuring the artists.

IMAGE PRESENTATION
Artwork must be submitted on CD – (300 dpi jpeg) or DVD – (mpeg, avi, or mov, files compatible for PC.)  For video submissions please submit full-length work. Please include a single reference sheet with the images numbered and in the order in which they appear on the CD.  Include the title, media, dimensions, and date of the work.  JPEGS are to be named in the following way: artistsname_titleofwork.jpg or jpeg.
NOTIFICATION 
Artists will be notified of acceptance or non-acceptance no later than October 11th, 
2011.  Notification will be made by e-mail for those selected and by return of materials via your SASE for those not selected.   
RECEIVING AND REMOVAL OF WORK 
All work is to be received Wednesday October 19 through Friday October 21, 2011 from 11am to 6pm.  Work may be delivered by hand or by private, pre-paid shipment.  Artist pays for return shipment.  Return packaging is required.  Send prepaid label for return with incoming shipment. No substitutes of accepted artwork shall be permitted.  

LIABILITY AND INSURANCE 
Upon receipt of work in the Walsh Gallery, coverage will commence under the 
Walsh Gallery’s fine arts insurance policy.  Loss or damage during shipment will 
not be covered by the gallery.  The amount payable by insurance secured in 
accordance with this loan agreement is the sole recovery available to the lender 
from the gallery in the event of loss or damage other then gradual deterioration in 
which neither party is responsible.  The sale price shall serve as insurance 
valuation for each work accepted into the exhibition unless otherwise noted.  
RETURN OF MATERIALS 
A self-addressed stamped envelope (SASE) must be included with sufficient 
postage for the return of your submission materials.  Selected artists will receive 
return materials after the end of the exhibition.  Non-selected artists will receive 
materials after selection period ends.  
SALES 
The Walsh Gallery asks for 20% donation from the sales of exhibited work.
