Request for Proposals

The Bergen County Martin Luther King Memorial Committee is seeking proposals for a commemorative sculpture of Dr. Martin Luther King. The sculptural piece should be a realistic portrayal, celebrating the life and legacy of Dr. King. 
The committee will commission a sculptor for an outdoor, 7.5 foot life-size bronze statue of Dr. King with strong visual impact for visitors and students on the Fairleigh Dickinson University campus in Hackensack, NJ.

Requirements for Submission:
· Resume/Bio

· Letter of Intent: explaining interest, process and method of design

· Prior Experience: (ideally of work with full-figure sculpting in permanent medium): 
                - include documentation and photos with brief description, location and project budget 
· Identify the foundry with plans related to the making and casting of Dr. King statue
· Narrative description: What are the purpose, rationale and intention being conveyed?
· Design and creation plan: include 3-dimensional conceptual drawings depicting installation on site (digital or hard copy)
· Provide a detailed timeline schedule for the project

· Provide an itemized estimate for anticipated sculpture expenses (design fees, list of materials used, fabrication and installation)

· Provide three references with contact information (client name/contact name and information; name and location of sculpture completed for client)

· Provide a list (and resumes) of any additional personnel who will be assigned to project Provide any additional information or materials to enhance committee’s decision
(Awards, recognitions, etc.) 

· Optional: may include a maquette with the RFP.  It is not required; however, all finalists will be required to provide a maquette.
EVALUATION:

· Artistic merit: past history of works; vision, design, attention to aesthetics and excellence

· Proposed understanding and approach of the project

· Creating a sense of excitement in presenting a fresh way of depicting Dr. King

· Installation safety and durability/structural and surface integrity

· Ability to carry out project as demonstrated by proposed cost and timeline

SITE:
The proposed site is located at the base of a pedestrian bridge at the northeastern-most tip of the Fairleigh University campus along the Hackensack River.  Since the statue is ground level, affording an intimate up-close setting, the committee would like the statue to have an approachable appeal.
