THE NEWARK ARTS COUNCIL PRESENTS ‘EXPO 33’ AT 33 WASHINGTON STREET – 9 EXHIBITS, 1 LOCATION

NEWARK, NJ (August 31, 2010) – From September 23 through October 15, 2010

The Newark Arts Council (NAC) is proud to announce its return to 33 Washington Street, this year with an even larger collaborative show appropriately titled EXPO 33. The 26,000 square foot space will house nine different exhibits that will be open to the public beginning on Thursday, September 23. EXPO 33 is an NAC sponsored exhibition coinciding with its annual Open Doors Studio Tour. In its ninth year, EXPO 33 is proof that Open Doors is an event that increases in size and appeal each year.

EXPO 33 will feature the work of 100 artists organized into the following shows: Upcycle, Abstractions: Organic & Sublime, and Objects of Desire curated by Jade Ariella Lien; Collab Newark by the 1Op Collective; Lost and Found by the hob’arts Collective; Art & Poetry featuring Suzanne Anan; Finding the Spark Within featuring artists from the WAE Center of West Orange; Newark Mosaic by Leo Aristimuno; and Art & Etc. curated by Anabela Martins. All displays will be on view through Open Doors (September 23-26), and by appointment Mondays-Wednesdays, through the closing on Friday, October 15. The many displays within EXPO 33 feature an array of mediums and subject matter from artists in and around the Greater Newark Area as well as Manhattan and Brooklyn.

The EXPO 33 and NAC Open Doors Kick-Off Reception will be held Thursday, September 23 from 6:30 to 9 pm, following the Barat Foundation’s Newark Art Parade and coinciding with the Halsey Street Block Party. The reception is free and open to the public and will include food, refreshments, live entertainment, and video. Artists will be present to discuss their works and visitors can participate in the ongoing film project Newark Mosaic in one of two testimonial rooms. Docent tours with the curator are available for those seeking a more intimate experience, students, or special needs groups. EXPO 33 is located next to the Newark Museum and historic Ballantine House on Washington Street, close to NJ Transit’s Broad Street Station with easy access to the Newark Light Rail. Metered street parking is available along Washington Street in addition to the surrounding blocks. 

About the Curator: Jade Ariella Lien, Newark Arts Council Programming Assistant, is a curator, designer, art cataloger and educator. She has worked as an education and gallery coordinator, curated several independent shows, and assisted in the development of arts enrichment programs for the Easter Seals of the March of Dimes in Cape May County.
