NEWARK, NJ – Documentary filmmaker and media artist Leo Aristimuno will present The Newark Mosaic: New Projections On Newark and Urban America, as part of the Newark Art Council’s Open Doors 2010 event taking place September 23-26, 2010. 

The exhibit will include video screenings, an artist’s talk, and an interactive video booth, and will be presented within the 33 Expo Showcase at 33 Washington St. in Newark, NJ. 

The Newark Mosaic is a web-based collection of short documentary videos produced by Leo Aristimuno featuring stories from Newark’s evolving cultural and civic life. 

“The Newark Mosaic showcases the arts, businesses, community organizations, and individuals that are making a positive impact on Newark,” explains Mr. Aristimuno.  “Newark has a long history of being misrepresented in the mainstream media. New media technologies provide us a unique opportunity to create more rounded and positive projections about the city.” 

At Open Doors, Mr. Aristimuno will present a selection of videos from The Newark Mosaic, including shorts on the recently launched Russell A. Murray Gallery, the Animodules project by the Barat Foundation, the launch of Meca McKinney’s Jypsea Design studio, and UnOneAllCentro’s Newark-inspired group exhibit from Open Doors 2009.  

Additionally, as part of the series entitled “Newark Mosaic Asks” the artist will install an interactive video booth where visitors can record their views of the city. Videos from this exhibit will be screened on The Newark Mosaic’s web site. 

Mr. Aristimuno will also present an artist’s talk on his project entitled “Beyond Brick City and Conan O’Brien: New Media and New Projections on Newark and Urban America.” The talk will begin at 2pm on Saturday, September 25th.

Leo Aristimuno is a professor of Video Production and Media Studies at Rutgers University in Newark. He has led community-based media projects in Philadelphia, Chicago, Asbury Park, and Newark. His documentaries have been exhibited on PBS and in festivals and conferences throughout North America.
