(August 4, 2010, Newark, NJ) – The Newark Arts Council continues the Newark Art Walk, on Saturday, August 28th, highlighting galleries, restaurants and cafes in the Ironbound. The program, introduced earlier this year, takes place on the fourth Saturday of each month, April through October, and highlights a cluster of Newark’s art-focused spaces, typically within walking distance of each other. Previous monthly walks have centered on Halsey Street Village, Lincoln Park Arts District and the Market Street Corridor, each featuring visual, media and live performance art.  

The initiative, a spin-off of the Newark Arts Council Open Doors Studios Tour, during which visitors have the opportunity to experience Newark’s vast arts community over the course of one weekend, offers attendees a more intimate showcase, on a monthly basis, of the vibrant and evolving downtown art scene as well as local businesses and restaurants.  It also affords the galleries and artists additional opportunities to connect with those interested in the arts. 

“Art Walk is one more bit of evidence of the growth of the city’s network of galleries that are rapidly transforming downtown Newark into an exciting destination for city residents and visitors.  The gallery experience is representative of the trends found in top art destinations around the world; and the quality is phenomenal,” says Linwood Oglesby, Executive Director of the Newark Arts Council.

This month’s highlighted galleries are situated in the Ironbound section of Newark – a close-knit, diverse and energetic community rich in culture and tradition, located in the heart of New Jersey’s largest city. Known primarily for its abundance of ethnic restaurants and a friendly environment which allows visitors to experience its unique old-world ambiance, the Ironbound is quickly evolving into a mecca for galleries and independent artists. With Newark Penn Station just a few steps away, this area is an easy and convenient trip for visitors.
